The completion of the OVAC
Wrestling Tournament Saturday
night hardly clarifies who the
local four-A wrestling kings are.
Brooke, with two champions in
105-pound Mike Thomaselli and
119-pound Mike Gamble, tied for
third in four-A competition with
the Weir High Red Riders, who
had their-one champion in 138-
pound Ray Pernell, a junior. The

.Riders were without the ser-
vices of 145-pound Tim Muscaro,
their only undefeated wrestler.

Both Weir and Brooke had
134.5. points to finish a place
ahead of Oak Glen, which had
led among the three after the
first two rounds, but the Bears
could not send any wrestler to
the finals.

It is important to note, how-
ever, that the Bears of Oak Glen
finished with six trophy winners,
as the first six places in each'
weight class were awarded a
trophy, while both Brooke and,
Weir had five. Thus it could be
argued that the Bears had more
of a balanced team.

John Marshall and Wheeling
Park took the first and second

..place honors respectively, with
197.5 and 188 points. Bellaire
was the only triple-A team to

linish ahead ot the three local
schools, with 137 points and one
champion.

Saturday afternoon's semi-
finals put Weir ahead of Brooke
and Oak Glen for the first time.
The Riders' 126.5 points tied
them for. third place in the
tourney with triple-A leader
Bellaire, and made them both
third in total standings behind
John Marshall and Wheeling
Park.

Brooke's 125.5 points also put
them ahead of the Golden Bears
for the first time, as Oak Glen
left the round with 115.5 points.
